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COOPERATION PROTOCOL
Damascus 19 April 2010

Believing that road transport provides economic growth, foreign trade and welfare in the
region, the International Transporters’ Association of Turkey (UND) and the Syrian
Federation of International Freight Forwarders (SFIFF) signed this protocol in order to
“ reinforce cooperation between Turkish and Syrian transporters.

The Parties will perform the following actions with a view to increase safety and security,
speed and quality of transport operations between and in transit through the two countries:
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They will endeavour to eliminate bureaucratic and non-tariff barriers to operations by
Turkish and Syrian transporters.

They will specify the problems experienced by Turkish and Syrian transporters in
third country markets and carry out joint efforts for their solution.

Fast information exchanges will be ensured between the two Associations including
any amendments made or planned in respective national legislation.

Joint efforts will be carried out concerning training courses to be offered to civil
servants, company managers and drivers on new practices in international transport.

A Working Group between the two Associations will be established to perform the
abovementioned actions between the two countries and in the region and quarterly
meetings will be held by the Group.

The Parties emphasized the importance of Syria for Turkish transporters and of Turkey for
Syrian transporters with regard to transit operations.
